Nutrition Services

The CHAI focuses on the children of the Washington, DC and
the surrounding metropolitan area and develops interventions
that have national implications. Through Children’s primary
care health centers in the District of Columbia, the DC Kids
health care program for children in foster placement, the
Children’s School Services health program in the DC public
schools, one of the nation’s busiest pediatric emergency
departments, and specialty care outpatient centers throughout
the region, Children’s National has unprecedented access to
our region’s youth.

By working closely with the populations we serve — a diverse
mix of community, education, and socioeconomic factors — we
can create meaningful analyses and informed recommendations,
and promote public policy positions that are applicable on a
national level and can positively benefit children everywhere.

The Division of Anesthesiology and Pain Medicine provides
comprehensive clinical anesthesia and pain management
services for infants and children undergoing a full range of
pediatric surgical procedures. All of the anesthesiologists at
Children’s National completed fellowships in pediatric
anesthesiology and are among the best in the nation.

physicians is welcomed and encouraged. Pre-anesthetic
preparation of the child and parents is stressed.

The Pre-Operative Care Clinic (POCC) is a dedicated team of
pediatric professionals that screens patients for surgery and
helps create a specific care plan for each surgical patient with
medically complex conditions or special care needs. Led by
peri-operative nursing and the Division of Anesthesiology and
Pain Medicine, the POCG is available for patients with:

* Complex medical issues

* Special needs

* Other complicating circumstances

The division also provides Non-Operating Room Anesthesia
(NORA) for procedures such as bone marrow biopsies, lumbar
punctures, and burn dressing changes. An anesthesiology-
supervised sedation service is also available for children under-
going MRIS.

Children’s National Pre-Operative Care Clinic functions
primarily as a “virtual clinic” to prevent multiple trips for
patients and their families to the hospital. Communication
generally occurs over the phone or by email. In some cases,
patients are scheduled in conjunction with their medical visit.

The Freddie Mac Foundation Child and Adolescent Protection Center
offers multidisciplinary assessment, treatment and advocacy services
to maltreated children and their families. Center staff also provides
consultation to colleagues both inside and outside the hospital.

Medical services are available by appointment or on an emergency
basis. When children are suspected or alleged to have suffered
physical abuse, sexual abuse or neglect, a comprehensive medical
examination is conducted by the pediatricians who specialize in
forensic issues, diagnosis and medical sequelae of child victimiza-
tion, and who provide initial and follow-up treatment of sexually
transmitted diseases and injuries related to child maltreatment.
Forensic medical examinations for acute sexual abuse/assault are
available after normal business hours, by pediatric sexual assault
nurse examiners (SANE) when requested by the DG Metropolitan
Police Department.

Mental health services are provided by psychologists and clinical
social workers who are child victimization specialists. Psychologists
also provide educational, psychological, development and
parent-child relationship assessments.

Critical Care services focus on life support therapies and
monitoring for medical, cardiac, and surgical conditions.
Care is provided 24 hours a day by dedicated in-house critical
care physicians in a 31-bed Pediatric Intensive Care Unit and
a 13-bed Cardiac Intensive Care Unit.

Center is part of the Mid-Atlantic Center for Children’s Health and the
Environment (MACCHE). Drs. Gitterman and Paulson serve as
co-directors of the MACCHE. MACCHE offers clinical consulta-
tion; in-person appointments/consultation, and telephone and
e-mail consultation regarding infants, children, and adoles-
cents. The program addresses areas of concern about lead and
other environmental exposures and associated possible health
effects. Consultation is available to parents and families, health
professionals, pediatric sub-specialists, public health profes-
sionals, and other concerned individuals. The program also
provides community education — grand rounds, trainings, and
interactive discussions with health professionals, parents, and
communities. Services cover the mid-Atlantic region of the
United States, including Washington, DC, Maryland, Virginia,
West Virginia, Delaware, and Pennsylvania.
